Materials:   a sheet of paper and a pencil (for planning your solution only)

Scoring:  up to 40 points for the creativity of the activity
  up to 20 points for the creativity of the verse
  up to 15 points for the presentation of the activity and the verse
  up to 25 points for positive team work
